Parking for all official University functions is free in University-owned and managed
lots.

All handicapped parking will be in the lot adjacent to Beckwith Hall on Beckwith
Street, directly across from the stadium. (Persons needing assistance may be
dropped off with one escort and will be directed to handicapped seating.)

The University is very close to two MARTA train stations (West End and Vine City).
For Baccalaureate Service and Commencement Exercises, it is suggested that guests
use the Vine City Train Station which is on the West Line and easily accessible to the
transfer station at Five Points. The fare is $1.75.

Do not leave your seat to take pictures or videotape during the service, and you may not use
umbrellas, or other sun-shielding devices that obstruct the view of persons either to the side, front
or back of you. In addition, refreshments, food and drink containers are not allowed inside the
stadium or on the stadium field. Baccalaureate is a religious service and we give deference to

Gifts and other expressions of congratulations may not be given to graduates during the
processional, program, or recessional. NO BALLOONS WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE STADIUM. The
University prohibits outside vendors from selling goods at official ceremonies.
