General Function (Description):

Clark Atlanta University Art Museum: Curatorial (August 2025 - June 2026)

The Curatorial Fellow will work with the Museum Curator in the development and execution
of exhibitions. Assist with research, writing and data management of materials pertaining to
exhibitions. Participate in exhibition design and installation. They will also assist with
providing tours of exhibitions for courses and the public. As needed, they will also be
expected to assist staff with training volunteers and undergraduates, working special
events at the museum.

Examples of Duties and Responsibilities:

Responsibilities are broad and varied including researching the collection, moving objects in
storage, assisting with loan agreements, creating checklists, and the development of
collections-based and temporary loan exhibitions. Working on Saturday and/or Sundays will
be required for special events.

Saturday gallery hours may be necessary.
